This course fulfills the requirements for freshman English. It introduces, reviews, and further develops the language skills students will need throughout their high school careers. Students will practice writing in a wide range of forms and study fiction, drama, poetry, and public speaking. This course will help students meet standards in reading, writing, and speaking. 
Accelerated credit is available within this course. This option fulfills the requirement for English and is designed for students who are able and willing to work at an advanced level. It reviews and further develops language skills students will need in high school and college. Critical literacy skills are featured as well as vocabulary, and public speaking. This course will help students meet standards in reading, writing, and speaking. Requires teacher recommendation.

To graduate, students must earn six credits in mathematics in Algebra I and beyond. The college entrance requirement for four‑year Oregon public colleges is Algebra I plus two years of math beyond the Algebra I skill level.

Physical Science

The purpose of this course is to expose students to physical science concepts and how they affect our daily lives.  Topics will include properties and states of matter, atoms and molecules, basic chemistry, energy, forces, motion, light, and sound, as well as some basic earth science principles. Activities will include lectures, readings and lab experiments. Grades will be based on tests, quizzes, lab reports, notebooks, and class participation. This course will help students meet standards in science. 

Accelerated credit is available within this class as long as the student earned a C or better in 8th grade science and has good math and calculator skills. This option is designed for students planning to continue their education after high school.  Students will conduct many inter-related experiments which will increase their understanding of the problem-solving nature of science. Topics to be studied in the laboratory include basic concepts of physics, chemistry, space and earth science.  60% of the course is geared to laboratory experimentation. A student is evaluated by lab reports related to the experiments, tests, lab notebook and lab participation. This course is faster paced than Physical Science and includes greater depth of study. (Students without the prerequisites but who have a strong desire to succeed are encouraged to enroll.) This course will help students meet standards in reading, writing and math.

Modified Diploma Program is Special Education Services for those students who are capable of academic work, but at a different level from the other students.  Students have modified standards for course content that permit them to accrue credits towards a non-standard diploma consistent with their abilities.  Curriculum instruction is designed with an emphasis on functional academics, vocational skills, and independent living skills.  Students are eligible to take elective courses in all schools at Crater Campus.

Program Exemptions (as listed in the Jackson County #6 Board Policy IGBJ):

Students may be exempted from state-required programs or learning activities to accommodate students’ handicaps or religious beliefs.  An alternative program or learning activity for credit may be provided. All such requests should be directed to the principal by the parent in writing and include the reason for the request.
